Library Databases:

Search a Specific Database:  

This is an alphabetical list of over 100 databases you have access to. Click on the one(s) you wish to 
access. In your dorm or off campus, you will be prompted for a user name and password. You must 
enter your Ithaca College email user name (without the @ithaca.edu) and your password in order 
to get access.

ABI/Inform Databases-a combination of three databases including a wide variety of business related 
publications including the Wall Street Journal and many regional, national and international news 
sources.

Academic Search Premier -Multi-disciplinary academic database. Also includes many sources on 
general topics.1975-current.


Business and Company Resource Center- Detailed company and industry information, histories, 
investment reports and business news; 1980-current.


Business Source Premier Business topics: management, economics, finance, accounting, 
international business, etc. SWOT analysis on selected companies. 


General OneFile-Current journal and news information in humanities, education, business, science, 
art, politics,  economics, social sciences, law, health care, computers, technology and environmental 
issues. Formerly  known as InfoTrac OneFile. 
Searching Strategy

We are looking for articles on the topic of how sustainability or corporate social responsibility might effect a particular profession, career or job.  For example, we could look at accounting. We will want to think of synonyms for our search terms.

 accounting, accountants, certified public accountants


sustainable, sustainability, corporate social responsibility, environmental practices

We can link the synonymous terms with  OR  and combine with AND 

Using the General One File database, our example would look like this. Search using the Advanced Search
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Advanced Search
Select index to search, then enter searchterm.
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Some of the results will be full-text either in html format or scanned .pdf formats.  If not, you might still find access to the full-text with the help of  links incorporated into the library databases.
Full-Text Access – articles may have the following links as below to help you find full text. Click on the links or the green arrow. This will search across other databases to try to find the full text of the article.  The following is an example of citations which do not have the full-text available.
